Educate, Organize and Agitate is the most mis-
quoted slogan of Babasaheb Dr. Ambedkar. Its true
version is: Educate Agitate and Organize. Baba
Sahib uttered these precious words at the end of
his historic speech delivered at the All-India De-
pressed Classes Conference (July 18-19, 1942 at
Nagpur), convened to create an All-India organiza-
tion with distinct aims and purposes in co-opera-
tion with all the inter-provincial forces. It was at
this very conference that a declaration was made
about the formation of the All-India Scheduled
Castes Federation. Below are given the exact
words of the concluding part of this historic
speech of Baba Sahib, as cited in his ‘fascinating
biography’ authored by Dhananjay Keer:
“My final words of advice to you are educate, agi-
tate and organize; have faith in yourself. With jus-
tice on our side, I do not see how we can lose our
battle. The battle to me is a matter of joy. The bat-
tle is in the fullest sense spiritual. There is nothing
material or social in it. For ours is a battle, not for
wealth or for power. It is a battle for freedom. It is
a battle for the reclamation of human personality”
(Bombay: Popular Prakashan, 3rd ed. 1971, p:
351, emphasis added).

Babasaheb’s struggle for the uplift of the
socially excluded was precisely spiritual in the
sense that it intends to restore their lost dignity
and make them equal with all the other sections
of the rest of the society. For that the method he
chooses was democratic-constitutional. Being ed-
ucated in the oldest democracies in the world, Dr.
Ambedkar imbibed the true spirit of democracy and
constitutionalism. He wanted his fellow –beings
and his countrymen to follow democratic ways for
the peaceful resolution of all one problems includ-
ing the most fatal one – the Untouchability.

In his democratic scheme of conflict reso-
lution, education figures at the very beginning of
the social struggle. Hence “educate” comes first in
his three stepped slogan of educate, agitate and
organize. By education Babasaheb did not mean
merely certificates and degrees. For him to educate
means to become aware of one’s real life condi-
tions; to be conscious of ones surroundings; to
raise objection to the inhuman existence in the so-
ciety; and to ask for change for the better. “Tell the
slaves he is a slave and he will revolt”, that is the
real meaning of education.

It is such education that will stir agitation
within, leading to what Babasaheb called “agi-
tate”. To “agitate” does not mean to organize guer-
rilla warfare, to do murda bad – murdabab. On the
contrary, it means to become aware about ones so-
cial conditions and to seek viable steps for the
eradications of the causes of the problems.
Babasaheb told us that only real and true educa-
tion could only make us to “agitate”.

And it is this agitation, which is within,
that would ultimately help us to “organize”. The
true example of which is Babasaheb himself, who
after obtaining critical and rational sense through
his education felt toofan within and consequently
organized three political parties (Independent Labor
Party, Scheduled Caste Federation and Republican
Party of India) to secure Dalit human rights.

Thus the real sequence of the slogan is:
Educate Agitate and Organize

THUS THE REAL SEQUENCE OF THE SLOGAN IS: 
EDUCATE, AGITATE AND ORGANIZE
Prem Kumar Chumber (Editor-In-Chief)
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of Hindus and Muslims has created an
uneasiness feeling among peace loving
Indians. Mr. Pitrodaalso mentioned dur-
ing his talkthat when he grew up in
Orissa, he has Sikh, Muslim and Jains
as his neighbors and “everybody was
his uncle and their children as his
brothers and sisters and they lived
peacefully without any fear and were
very affectionate towards each other.
That concept of India is gone with BJP
government as per Mr. Pitroda. Being
a practicing psychologist, Dr. Harmesh
Kumar reported that kind of hateful
language and promotion of a one par-
ticular concept of Hindutva by BJP and
RSS has created very tense social en-
vironment in India.

Unfortu-
nately, most of them are Dalits, people
from OBC and tribal communities are
not benefitting from the current eco-
nomic model being promoted by BJP
government.

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To Ensure We Have Fewer Victims, I Will Stand With Law Enforcement
have always worked hard to lis-

be a strong voice for my constituents.

For the past few years reduc-
ing the impact of homelessness has
been the top priority for people in the
4th district - and county-wide. Home-
lessness is still an issue, but the rising
impact of crime on our families and
business is now.  Almost one-third of
the public now cites crime as their
top issue.

1/4 of residents in District 4 report
having been the victims of a crime in
the last three years. It’s no wonder
that 2/3 of voters feel that we need
MORE police patrols, not less.

I have always believed that
keeping the public safe is govern-
ment’s highest and most fundamen-
tal responsibility.  That is why public
safety has always been my top prior-
ity with policy as well as in the
County Budget.

sentences, stay out of trouble, and
become productive members of the
community.

I will continue to stand by our
First Responders - but our job is made
harder and our residents are made
less safe by radical policies and crazy
laws being passed by the State Leg-
islature.

or smuggling drugs into jails.  Their
wrong-headed bills even SB 809
would actually prohibit businesses
from asking about or considering
criminal history in hiring decisions -
allowing criminals to hide past behav-
ior like robbery or theft from potential
employers.

Over the next months, the
Board of Supervisors will begin the

as well as funds for jails, the DA, and
the courts. Some activists are still
pushing the “defund police” agenda -
and during the budget talks, they are
sure to be loud voices during Budget
discussions.  I will be sharing details
about those hearings in my next
newsletter as well as on my social
media.  I hope you will take the time
to make your voice heard - I need
your support to help ensure that
keeping our citizens safe remains the
top priority for the County of Sacra-
mento (despite the reckless laws the
Legislature keeps pushing.)

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Sahib Shri Kanshi Ram: 
Heralding Enlightened Democracy
he formation of Bahujan Samaj
Party on 14th April, 1984 on

the 93rd birth anniversary of Dr.
Ambedkar, the tallest of social revo-
lutionaries India has ever produced,
with Kanshi Ram at the helm of af-
fairs, changed the body politics of the
country infusing hitherto unconven-
tional and somewhat unbelievable
grammar of politics, with fresh idioms
and terminology. The very selection
of the venue for the occasion, the fa-
mous Boat Club at iconic India Gate,
just in front of the Parliament and
President House, the power house of
India, speaks volume of the ambition
and aspiration this social colossal
was carrying and aiming at. It was so
far, by all standard, the most substan-
tial, meticulously articulated and well
thought out intervention by the caste
victims in India to redeem India
democracy from the clutches of caste
hegemony focusing on the strategy
of empowering the most oppressed
segments of India society namely the
Bahujan Samaj consisting of sched-
uled castes, scheduled tribes, other
backward classes along with reli-
giously converted minorities from
these oppressed groups. Bereft of
power, prosperity and prestige for
quite a long, this political experiment
was unique and unapparelled for a
giant community that has been for
long languishing in slumber. ‘Our ulti-
mate aim is to rule India’ thunders
Kanshi Ram who became phenome-
non of far-reaching consequences
within no times. His socio, cultural,
economic and intellectual initiatives
firmly established him as the political
genius, the cold-blooded calculator,
the enigmatic maverick, rootless ne-
gotiator, the progressive pragmatist,
the rational humanist and the enlight-
ened democrat providing social legit-
imacy in the form of blood and flesh
to the skeleton of political democracy
hegemonized by the brahminical
elected tyranny. By the end of 1990s
he become the real game changer of
India politics representing the demo-
cratic upsurge their assertion and as-
cendency of the Indian massesto
Indian power center. He is credited as
the harbinger of setting in the
process circulation of elite replacing
the ruling castes from power corri-
dors, the requisite precondition for
successful working and survival of
the democracy as propounded by
Babasaheb.

Hailing from Punjab and com-
ing from the community of politically
themost subjugated and indifferent
lot; the untouchables,Kanshi Ram
was able to put to fire the imagination
of the gullible untouchables who have
suddenly visualized an objective for
their purposelessness wondering of a
modern object on which Gandhian,
Marxian or rightist brahmanics have a
perpetual ownership right. The un-
touchables, one of the most recalci-
trant of the caste victims were first
and fast to own the historical respon-
sibility of bringing justice to the

masses and legitimacy to the democ-
racy that was highly content deficit.
Soon a secret was unearthed by the
educated elites and the intelligentsia
that the call given by Kanshi Ram to
capture the political power was noth-
ing new and Ambedkar had already
advised Dalits to write on their walls
that ‘they have to be the governing
community of this country one day.’
But Ambedkar literaturelargely re-
mained inaccessible even to the edu-
cated ones,not to mention of the
uneducated mass struggling to sur-
vive in hostile socio-economic condi-

tions under acute political
subordination. But the uneducated
ones within no time proved them-
selves to be the great learners and
quickly capture the zest of the matter
unmistakably. The rural masses of
Dalits, with no food in their bally
began to queue up serpentinly behind
the Elephant, the election symbol of
BSP which was used by Dr. Ambed-
kar also for political mobilization and
consolidation. These supporters had
great hunger in their eyes for self-re-
spect and dignity as they were sleep-
ing for long.

With emphasis on ‘own ideol-
ogy, own leadership and own organi-
zation’ Kanshi Ram was able to instill
the vigor, vitality, enthusiasm, dy-
namism and requisite self-confidence
in the community. The ever-enthusi-
astic new political recruits taking
great moral postures on contempo-
rary political issues, started con-
fronting the most powerful ones i.e.,
VP Singh and Rajiv Gandhi. These
symbolic fights were great moral
boosters with unique mobilization
strategies, the much-needed initiation
was performed, and the neediest lot
started learning and using the politi-
cal means for their liberation with the
permanent agenda of social transfor-
mation and economic emancipation. 

Having resigned his govern-
ment service from Explosive Research
and Development Laboratory (ERDL)
Poonain 1964 at the age of thirty,
Kanshi Ram took twenty years to de-
velop non political roots for his full-

fledged political action establishing
Backwards And Minority Employees
Community Federation (BAMCEF) a
non-religious non-agitational and
non-reactionary national campaign
working as brain bank, talent bank
and money bank rooted on the prin-
ciple of pay back to the society by
the educated employees sharing their
time, talent and treasure, the  Bud-
dhist Research Centre (BRC),the intel-
lectual  and research wing,  Dalit
Shoshit Samaj Sangharsh Samiti
(DS4) as agitational wing and finally
Bahujan Samaj Party in 1984.

Through these organization initiatives
and various national campaigns i.e.,
JatiTodo Samaj Jodo movement, Kan-
shi Ram known earlier as K.R.Ram-
dasi, revived the Social
Transformation and Economic Eman-
cipation Movement started by Jotiba
Phule in 1848,re-establishing its his-
torical continuity that was briefly bro-
ken after Babasaheb Demise on 6th
December 1956. As an epitome of
absolute determination and unflinch-
ing dedication with exemplary sacri-
fice he left with his family and his
engagement in 1964, and resolved to
dedicate his entire life to the Phule
Ambedkarite Mission having no indi-
vidual attachment, property and fam-
ily and remained true to his vows till
his last breath on 9th October 2006.

As a master strategist and
master organizer, Kanshi Ram used
‘Mammoth Rally’ as confidence build-
ing mechanism in the community
which is sparsely scattered, resource
less and heavily dependent on domi-
nant castes for his day today survival
at micro level in obscure primitive vil-
lage setting. Being part of those mil-
lions or more whoattended these
rallies provided the lonely diffident vil-
lager a great feeling of belongingness
and superior strength that there are
so many like him and he is not alone.
It was a great empowering strategy
executed with meticulous perfection
and alacrity. Also, Kanshi Ram dis-
suaded local cadres not to contest
PRI elections lest they confront the
dominant power at the village level

and with
n o
weapons of
confronta-
tion i.e.,
education,
w e a l t h ,
arms and
as a corol-
lary the local organizations may run
the risk of demoralization. Also, these
elections at the panchayat or local
levels were used as ploy to demoral-
ize the most powerful untouchable
community by propping up political
stooges from numerically insignificant
untouchables group bringing the evil
design of Poona Pact to the village
level. In the initial years of the BSP,
Kanshi Ram at the beginning of his
address, used to advised ‘political
others, the opponent Manuwadis’  to
leave the rally ground for they might
not like some of his observations and
more so as he is interested in self-re-
spect movement building a Bahujan
Samaj with its own strength and sup-
port and therefore there is no need
for outsiders’ support.

It was a plain thinking and
even plainer talking. Some of the peo-
ple did leave the meetings and he
used to complete his address for
hours together audience mesmerized
with pin drop silence and absolute
concentration. It impactedgreatly, the
historically excluded community that
was used to everyday abuse and hu-
miliation, scolded and booted out
from every possible position and
premises of prominence. They were
witnessing nothing sort of miracle
happening in front of their naked
eyes, at least one of them is so pow-
erful and mighty that he can com-
mand the commanders, he can ask
them to leave the hall. As a practice
so far only, they were asked to leave
or not to enter but now the reverse
process has started, now they can
make and expect better and larger
thing to happen. It worked as a great
moral booster in the on-going psycho-
logical warfare, as at the ground and
material level conditions were other-
wise utterly hostile. It was another
master stroke with which Kanshiram
prepared his cadre of highest convic-
tion, unflinching commitment and
stunning courage as the transforma-
tive human agency, the agent of
change and civilizational develop-
ment. 

The political seeds of emanci-
pation and empowerment started get-
ting right manure, light and water.
The journey for reclaiming fullest hu-
mane personality began in the right
earnest discarding the politics of de-
pendency and demoralization by the
Dalits. Kanshi Ram emerged as the
symbol of articulation, assertion and
emancipation for historically despised
humanity. The politics of north India
was never to remain the same. The
Dalit declared their arrival as con-
scious, capable, catalyst of change

It gives us Indians, wherever
we are settled, immense pride when
we see one of our iconic figures - Dr
Ambedkar - recognised worldwide in
the matters of equality and social 
ustice. His enormous contribution to-
wards a just society and equality has
been acknowledged in many coun-
tries around the world. He has been
honoured with statues, schools and
rooms in institutions and library‟s
named after him. Columbia University
in the US, London School of Econom-
ics in the UK, Simon Fraser Univer-
sity, Vancouver, York University,
Toronto, Canada, Koyasan University,
Japan, New Zeeland, Australia, and
Hungary are some of the many places
where his statues have been installed.
In Hungary there is a school named
after him. In Jamaica, a road „Dr
Ambedkar Avenue‟ was inaugurated
by the former President of India.
There is a street „Ambedkar Way‟ in
Auckland, New Zeeland. In London
Gray‟s Inn, his Alma meter has hon-
oured him by naming a room „Ambed-
kar Room‟ and installing his portrait
donated by the Federation of Ambed-
karite and Buddhist Organisations, UK
(FABO UK). Ambedkar Museum Lon-
don has become India‟s pride for hav-
ing only museum in the World named
after any Indian.

Dr Ambedkar‟s contribution
to social equality is as significant as
that of Dr Martin Luther King Jr and
Dr Nelson Mandela. It is a matter of
great pride for all Indians to observe
when a number of organisations, in-
stitutions and local authorities in
India, and around the world are hon-
ouring Dr Ambedkar by declaring 14
April, a day of equality.

"The Dravidians (Nagars) in

North India abandoned Tamil as their
mother tongue and instead adopted

Sanskrit. The Dravidians (Nagars) in
South India kept Tamil as their mother
tongue and did not adopt Sanskrit
which is the language of the Aryans"
While the Indians living in North India
are not ready to accept themselves as
Dravidians, the followers of Ambed-
karism also refuse to accept them-
selves as Dravidians. Despite the
abundance of anthropological data,
remains and research reports, the
masses are not ready to accept this
thesis.

While a few people were pre-
pared to accept the idea that the Dra-
vidians occupied not only South India
but the whole of India, the Aryans re-
jected the idea that North Indians
were Dravidians, and that Dravidians
were decisively present throughout
India. Influenced by political, cultural
and media lobbying, North Indians
also refused to accept the concept of
being Dravidians.

After consultation with those
who were primarily involved in
theArcheological survey andafter
talking to some of the reasearcher-
swho have written research papers
onRakhigarhi, our team spoke to
some villagers and academicians
who have acquainted themselves
with Dravidian ideology in North
India and the information we gath-
ered are presented for you in the
following passages...

The ongoing excavations at
Rakikardi in Haryana State on an
area of 1375 acres, have shown
that there seems to be a very big
city inside the earth.

No evidences pointing to the
existence of castes or Hinduism,
were found.

The land area of the area
under study here is higher than the
land area of Mohanjdhara.

According to the archetype of
the human genome currently found in
Rakhigarhi, the people who lived here

were the ancient Dravidians of our
race, who lived about 7500 years be-
fore the birth of Buddha.

There were no residues of the
Aryans who lived in this land. That’s
what many objections araised from
both politically and socially. But, it is
noteworthy that the genes obtained
here have been studied through sci-
entific and technological means and
medical means.

As early as 1922, Mr. Iras
mentions that the Indus Valley Civi-
lization is the Dravidian Civilization.

Many Linguists are saying
that there are many Tamil words in
the Punjabi language, and there are
many Tamil words in the languages of
the Adivasis in the north-eastern
states of India, in the languages of
China, and in the languages of Japan.

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Pick of the Day – Ajrun Ram Meghwal and Rattan Lal Kataria
oday, May 18, two news items
in the media attracted my atten-

tion which I thought of sharing with
